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APPENDIX B
Mokken Scale Analysis

In the main text, Table 1 shows the values of Loev-
enger’s H as well as the number of items that satisfy the
condition Hj >0.3 for each scale in each country-specif-
ic dataset, comparing results for adults with those for
young people. In particular, the H-value represents the
number of Guttman errors compared to a pattern where
the items are independent of each other: when H equals
one, it means that there are no errors; if H equals zero, it
means that the error pattern is the same as the pattern
for two statistically independent variables. MSA also
calculates values Hj that measure the normed covari-
ance between the score for each item and the remaining
scores for the other items in the group. A group of items
forms a scale if for each item Hj 20.3 and if all the items
in the scale satisfy the monotone homogeneity princi-
ple: when an item score varies, there is a corresponding
change in the latent trait (as measured by the mean item
score of the scale). A scale that has an H below 0.3 ought
not to be used as a scale because items do not measure
the same underlying phenomenon.

In Table B1 we report the Cronbach’s alpha calcula-
tions when applied to the predefined scales (young and
older people compared) presented in Table 1. Cronbach’s
a was calculated and reported in Table Bl (with values
of Loevenger’s H for each scale in parentheses) in order
to show that the (lack of) scalability is not the result of
some methodological artefact. Overall, it is confirmed
that items related to the integration-demarcation dimen-
sion can form a single scale (only in the Spanish sample
Cronbach’s a is slightly below the 0.7 threshold). Fur-
thermore, it is confirmed that the items related to the
GAL-TAN dimension can form a single scale only in
the Spanish sample (where Cronbach’s a is 0.8 for the
older age group and 0.7 for the young age group). Simi-
larly, items related to the economic left-right dimension
show a Cronbach’s a > 0.7 only in UK (0.7 for both age
groups), in the Austrian older sample (0.7) and the Ital-
ian young sample (0.7).

Finally, in Table B2 we report the values of Loev-
enger’s H as well as the number of items that satisfy the
condition Hj 20.3 for the overall progressive-conserv-
ative scale including all the items in each country-spe-
cific dataset, comparing results for adults with those for
young people. As expected, all the items in each country
for each age group do not form a unidimensional scale,
consistently with the results presented in Table 1.
